In the State of Tennessee’s Department of Correction, security personnel are required to qualify annually with 3 standard-issue weapons. We use .38 caliber revolvers, .223 caliber semi-auto rifles and 12 gauge pump action shotguns fired at stationary targets.
Our revolver course is a 50 round course fired on a standard B-27 target with standard scoring.  Successful qualification is considered to be 200 out of 250 possible points.
Firing begins at the 7 yard line shooting 14 rounds in 2.5 minutes, no speed loaders.

From the 15 yard line, 18 rounds in 3.0 minutes, no speed loaders.

From the 25 yard line, 18 rounds in 5.0 minutes, no speed loaders.

Our rifle is fired from the 50 yard line standing non- supported position. It is a 10 round course fired on a B-27 target with a 2.5 minute time limit.  Successful qualification is considered to be 80 out of 100 possible points
Our shotgun course is a 10 round course using #4 shot and the “skip fire” technique. 

From the 15 yard line, 5 rounds are fired from the hip fire shooting position with the pellets impacting 6 to 10 feet in front of the target.

From the 25 yard line, 5 rounds are fired from the shoulder fire position with the pellets impacting 6 to 10 feet in front of the target.  Again with this weapon, successful qualification is considered to be 80 out of 100 possible points.
In addition to standard-issue firearms qualifications, individuals assigned to full-time Transportation/Internal Affairs duties are required to qualify annually with the .40 caliber Glock semiautomatic pistol.  Successful qualification is considered to be 200 out of 250 possible points with the course of fire as follows:
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6 rounds – barricade

Strong hand standing

10 rounds:

1 magazine of 5 standing

Reload

1 magazine of 5 kneeling

6 rounds – barricade

Weak hand kneeling
