The costs of production, inspection, and/or duplication of records or documents requested by the public shall be collected by the Sheriff, consistent with the manner and amounts authorized by Chapter 119, Florida Statutes.
(b)   Reserved.

(c)   The Sheriff is authorized to collect a fee at the rate of $54 a day from each prisoner who is sentenced to serve his time on a part-time basis and who volunteers in the alternative to participate in the community restitution program.

(d)  The Office of Sheriff-Correction’s Division shall charge the following fees:
